One in 14 Church of England churches are now repéréhgerdcarbon emissions, according to the latest
data from the Energy Footprint Toolkit (EFT).

The number of churches edged upwards from four per cent to seven per cent2@di®vaad 2020.

General Synod has committed the Church to achieving net zeroarargsions by 2030. The scope of this
aim was detailed in 2020, and the EFT enables measuring the emissions of all buildings in scope.

Dr John Thompson, Bishop of Selby and chair of the Net Zero Carb@o@abttee group, said:

0The r i s e fnetzermahundhes refectothat more and more parishes are utiliapr@ved
renewable suppliers and addressing the big and small measures which can be taken to reduce carbon
impacts.
