A new Pilgrimage Paths wallseges in the Bicester and Islip deanery was launched on Sitayesekkin
to connect local people with one another and with the history of their 35 parish churches.

The first group of 60 people, of all ages, toekdedcircular route from St Edmuadd St George, Hethe,
Hardwick and Cottisford, stopping at several churches on the way including the local Roman Catho
The launch ended with tea and cake in Hethe and a short service and blessing from the Bishop of [
the Rt Revd Gan Collins.

The routes vary length from two miles to fuflay walks, and cate
all abilities from families with small children to walking groups.

Covering both urban and rural parishes including Bicester towr
of the Oxford Canal, and the Tusmore Estate, the routes take i
thecontrast of historic churches to a modern church plant.

Each route plan and map highlights key points of interest about the history and significance of eact
offers a prompt for prayer and reflection at specific points along the route.
