goldsmith by profession, worked long hours and took any other odd jobs he could find in his neighbourhoc
merely to keep food on the table fizrflamily.

Two of the children, Albrecht and Albert were talented artists. They both dreamt of pursuing their talent
further, but they knew that their father would never be able to afford to send either of them to Nuremberg t
study at the Academy.

So, tle two boys worked out a plan. One would work in the nearby mines and support his brother with his
earnings whilst the other would attend the acad&imen that bother had finished his studies in four years
they would swap. Albrecht won the toss of theamd attended the academy whilst Albert went down into the
mines and supported his brother during his studies with his earnings. Albrecht planned to swap in four ye:
either using income from sales of his artwork to support Albert, or by labouengimeth

Albert went down into the mines for the next four years and financed his brother, whose work at the acade
was almost an immediate success. Albrecht's etchings, woodcuts, and his oils were often far better than tl
most of his professors.

Although the teachers are
supposedly paid by the Government, this happenserrc al | y, whi ch doesndt en
much effort in to their work. The incentive scheme gives each teacher approximately £63 a month and wi
hopefully encourage them, make them more committed to the school and improve thietegehityy and
learning

Lulu Oil production - Bishop Zechariah has also sent a series of videos of the Lulu oil workers in Wulu. Tl
small plant is well established, bstlibiped to expand it so that it can provide employment and income for
more women. Although the photos feature lots of men, the business is mainly run by women for women,
enabling them to help themselves and one another.

The Lulu tree, better known te as the Shea nut tree, grows very well in this region. The fruit are harvestec
dried, and pressed or ground. Then the oil is extracted and clarified. Good equipment makes the task mt
easier, but the women have to be well trained in its use.

As several of the workers are members of the Mothers Union, Bishop Zechariah is contacting the Mothers
Union in the UK to see if they may be able to help support an expansion gftha- .

While John was waiting to be called up hgatstrdiring as a Public Health Inspector in
Thame. John eventually enrolled into the RAF in June 1943. In 1947 he left the RAF to continue his traini
a Health Inspector in Thame. He had his first job in Northern Ireland before applying to #ieQ¢ttmnior

a job in Fiji. He would spend the next 9 years in Fiji.

Faye grew up in Auckland in New Zealand. After primary school she was sent to the prestigious Waikato
Diocesan Boarding School for Girls in Hamilton to complete her secondarycsatadmre When she left
school she wanted to go to Art School but she was persuaded to go to secretarial college.

In 1953 Faye went on holiday with a friend to Fiji where she met and later married John after a whirlwind
romance in November 1953.
