Lions Clubs Message in a Bottle is a simple but effective way for people to keep their basic personal and |
details where they can be found in an emergency on a standard form and in a comméthiedatige.

Message in a Bottle helps emergency services personnel to save valuable time in identifying an individual
quickly and knowing if they have any allergies or take special medication.

Paramedics, police, fiighters and social services support thissLlitesaving initiative and know to look in

the fridge when they see the Message in a Bottle stickers, supplied. The initiative provides peace of mind
prompt and appropriate medical assistance can be provided, and next of kin / emergencyhdmntacts ca
notified.

More than 6 million Message in a Bottle kits has been distributed by Lions Clubs International (MD105) Br
Isles to people with conditions such as diabetes, allergies, disabilitiabr@addifeng illnesses, but anyone
can havene.

The kit includes a form, where personal and medical information is detailed. This is placed in the bottle (w
distinctive green branding), which is stored in the fridge. Two stickers are provided: one for the fridge dool
the other for the side of the front door of the premises.

On Saturday™May churchwarden Chris Poole sent an email round the village announcing that at last the
church bells had been restored and recommissioned after being out of action for several months and to
celebrate both this achievement and the Coronation of KinggHate church bells would be rung at
midday by Jeremy Adams and his team.
